Cambridge Temperature Concepts was started by a group of students from the University of Cambridge in 2005.  After several awards (including the Downing Enterprise business plan competition, providing £20,000 in seed funding, and the Cambridge University Entrepreneurs Business Creation Competition, providing £15,000 in milestone-linked grant funding), a year ago CTC announced £375,000 seed investment from a consortium of Cambridge and London based private investors.

Shamus will cover the history of Cambridge Temperature Concepts including the business model, funding, and support from investors and mentors.
